B. Remove the lens cover.

Focus The Lens

A. Loosen the zoom and focus locking screws.
Adjust according to scene detail. Re-tighten the zoom and
focus locking screws.

Adjust the Auto Iris Level

The auto iris level is preset at the factory for optimum light

level sensitivity. If needed, refer to the following procedure

and diagram for auto iris level adjustment.

A. Rotate the DC iris level control clockwise or
counterclockwise to adjust for varying light levels.

1. INSTALLATION
Preparing To Install
A. Determine the location of installation and reinforce any soft
mounting surfaces if needed.
B. Complete all wire and conduit runs prior to installation of
the camera.

Mounting The Swivel Bracket And Camera

A. Mount the swivel bracket to the desired location on the
ceiling, wall. or T-bar using the supplied screws or adapter.

B. Rotate the camera onto the thread of the swivel bracket.

C. Finger-tighten the locknut to hold the camera in place on
the swivel mount.

Connecting The Video And Power

A. Connect the video cable to the yellow BNC connector.

B. Depending on the power requirement of the camera -
WDB-3580C - 12V DC center positive or
WDBAC-3580C - 24V AC -
connect the power supply cable to the lead wires or plug.

Adjust The Camera For Proper View

A. Loosen the lock-screw on the swivel mount.

B. Adjust the camera to the desired pan and tilt position.
C. Tighten the lock-screw on the swivel mount.
